Hello, 

As you know things have been moving very quickly for TTTT, and so I am sending an update for you all.

 

Firstly, a letter has been prepared for the Torridge Disctrict Council re i) removing loading bay restrictions on a Saturday to allow free half hour parking ii) asking them to re look at some of the 11pm restrictions in the free parking bays in town and reduce to 5pm iii) that we will be proposing new signs for the town iv) discussing removing free car parking into Sydney House car park etc. The council have already agreed a sign for us in Sydney House car park so that we can organise shoppers to be refunded all or part of their car parking tickets.

 

Secondly, Sue Mills, our town Mayor, has kindly donated the membership fee for us to be represented at the Torrington Care Forum. I am happy to continue representing the group as I have been twice, if the group is happy with this.

 

Lastly, I also spoke on behalf of TTTT at Torrington Together last night. Our group was very well received and I was astonished at the people coming up to me to want to be involved. 

i) The Torrington Fairtrade Steering Group has a stall in the Plough (who have also joined us) and also holds events and would like to support us.

ii) The Tarka Valley Railway Group (150 members) are working hard, with local authority agreement, to run a 'historical and tourist based' train from Torrington to Barnstaple. They would like to work alongside us and when their train line is open, plan to run a vintage bus into the town.

iii) Most intriguingly and excitedly, a Devon County Councillor was first to rush up to me to let me know that he has 'plans' for Torrinton Town that would benefit us as a group greatly (but cant tell us exactly what yet until he has plans futher forward) and would like us to work with him to get the plans implemented as we are the 'people on the ground'.....so watch this space.

 

I was additionally asked to let you know that those of you who agreed to 'borrow' a hanging basket for your shops for Torrington In Bloom - the hanging baskets are ready for you to collect from the Vicarage Garden Centre NOW. The baskets will be collected after the event for use again next year. You are responsible for hanging yor own baskets safely and securely outside your shops.
